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BS PLUG WIRING  

Wiring Instructions: Should it be necessary to change the plug, please note the wires in the 

mains lead are coloured in accordance with the following codes: 

BLUE - NEUTRAL 

BROWN – LIVE 

GREEN AND YELLOW - EARTH 

In the event that the colours of the wires in the mains lead of this appliance does not correspond 

with the coloured markings identifying the terminals in your plug, proceed as follows: 

 

1. The BLUE wire is NEUTRAL and must be connected to the terminal which is marked with the 

letter N or coloured BLACK. 

2. The BROWN wire is LIVE and must be connected to the terminal which is marked with the letter 

L or coloured RED. 

3. The GREEN/YELLOW is EARTH and must be connected to the terminal which is marked with the 

letter E or       or coloured GREEN or GREEN/YELLOW. 

4. Always ensure that the cord grip is positioned and fastened correctly. 

If a 13A (BS 1363) fused plug is used it must be fitted with a 13A ­fuse. If in doubt consult a 

qualified electrician.

When using electrical appliances, basic safety precautions should always be followed: 
 

1. Do not operate the appliance if there is a damaged cord, plug or after it malfunctions if it has been 
dropped or damaged in any way. Arrange for the appliance to be examined or repaired by an authorised 
technician.  

2. Always keep the appliance in an upright position to avoid any damage. Place the appliance on an even 
level surface during operation.  

3. Ensure the household voltage matches the rated specification for the appliance before use.  

4. Ensure that the air inlets and outlets are not blocked or covered. Do not insert fingers or any objects into 
the air inlet or outlet openings. 

5. Do not place the unit too close to curtains or any other objects, keep minimum distance of 50cm. 

6. Never place anything on top of the appliance and do not cover while in use. 

7. To protect against electric shocks, do not immerse or spray the appliance or any of its parts in water. 

8. Never unplug the power cord without switching OFF the appliance first. 

9. Always unplug the appliance when not in use or when moving location. To disconnect the appliance from 
the power supply, grip the plug and pull from the power socket. Never pull by the cord.  

10. Close supervision is necessary when the appliance is used in the presence of children and pets. 

11. Do not run power cord under carpeting, or cover with rugs or runners. Arrange the cord away from areas 
where it may become a trip hazard. 

12. Never operate or store the appliance in direct sunlight.

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 Assembly 

 After unpacking the product, please assemble it according to the following procedures. 

 Do not power it on before finishing assembly. 

 Please keep the packaging for future long term storage. 

 The lock nut and cap must be tight to prevent noise or loosening when the motor rotates. 

Note: 

 Align both holes of the rear guard to both humps of the motor body. 

 Place and turn the lock nut clockwise to tighten. 

Rear guard assembly: 

 Insert the fan blade to the motor shaft. The fan blade axle hole must be aligned with the shape 
of the motor shaft for secure assembly. 

 Secure the fan blade with the cap turning counter clockwise to tighten. 

Fan blade assembly: 
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 Assembly 

 The upper hanger should be aligned with the rear guard. 

 Make sure both guard joints are latched correctly. 

 Buckle the lock on the bottom of the guard. 

Front guard assembly:  

 The remote controller comes with assembled button cell battery (CR2032). Please remove the 
insulation film before use. 

 To replace the battery after use, remove the battery cover by pressing and lifting the latch at 
the lower side. Install the battery with the correct polarity. 

 To use the remote: 

• Aim the receiver on the fan base, Press and release a key at a time to transmit control 
signals. 

• The fan will beep and react while receiving signals. 

• If the fan is set with Child Lock  then only power off will work.

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 Operation Instruction 

 

 On/Off Button 

1. To switch on the fan, press the power button on the remote controller or control panel. 

2. The functions (including fan mode, fan speed and swing angle) will be memorized even after 

power cut. 

3. When turning the power off, the fan will turn off with a longer beep and display “ - ” 

 Fan Mode 

Fan mode setting: Press the button and the mode cycles between Normal, Natural and Sleep 

 

 Fan Speed Up 

The fan speed can be increased up to 9. 

 Fan Speed Down 

The fan speed can be decreased down to 1.

* The fan can be operated by the remote controller or touch panel buttons .  

Normal    Runs with a steady speed between 1 to 9. 

Natural  Set from 5 to 9, the machine simulates natural wind modes with variant speeds. 

For example, with natural mode 5, the fan runs with variance of high speed 5, 

medium speed 3 and low speed 1; with natural mode 9, the fan runs with vari-

ance of high speed 9, medium speed 7 and low speed 5. 

     Sleep   Decreases one step of speed from the current setting every 0 .5 hours till the 

lowest speed 2. If the current speed setting is or lower than 2, it will remain at 

the current speed and will not go down further. 
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 Operation Instruction 

 Timer Off Setting 

This function is a “Timer Off” setting (1-9 hours) and can be set when the fan is powered on. 

(You can also set the “Timer ON” whilst the fan is powered on, but only after you have set a 

“Timer OFF”). The fan will run and count down and display the remaining time, when the time 

runs down the fan will automatically power off. If a “Timer ON” setting is placed after a “Timer 

OFF” setting the fan will automatically turn on after the selected time. 

 

 Timer On Setting 

This function is a “Timer On” setting (1-9 hours) and can be set when the fan is powered off. 

(You can also set the “Timer OFF” whilst the fan is powered off, but only after you have set a 

“Timer ON”.)  The fan will display the time and count down until the machine automatically 

powers on. If a “Timer OFF” setting is placed after a “Timer ON” setting the fan will automati-

cally turn off after the selected time. 

 

 Child Lock Setting 

This function can only be set by the touch panel. Press the Child Lock button for 3 seconds to 

lock or unlock. If the Child Lock setting is on, the remote control will not operate.  

If the Child Lock is set when the fan is off, all buttons are locked until you unlock. 

If the Child Lock is set when the fan is on, only the unlock and power button will work. 

 

 Swing Setting 

Press the button to select the swing angle (45° , 70°  or 90°) the fan will swing to the left then 

start to swing. During the swing motion pressing the Swing Button will immediately stop the 

fan head from moving. 
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 Maintenance 

 Before cleaning or maintenance, please turn off the unit and unplug the cord. 

Note: 

1. In order to avoid damage or electrical shock, do not wash the fan with water. 

2. Clean the surface with a soft damp cloth. 

3. Use water or mild detergent if it is dusty and wipe with a dry cloth. 

4. Do not use petrol or solvents. 

 
Warning: 

• The Upper pole and Lift/Release button include frictional stoppers inside. 

• DO NOT apply oil or lubricant on them. Otherwise,  
it may lose its  locking ability.

We provide warranty cover for this appliance subject to the following conditions: 

1. We will rectify defects affecting the appliance which are clearly attributable to material and/or  
manufacturing faults, provided they are reported immediately after being identified within the 
Warranty Period supported by proof of purchase. 

2. Service may not be available to all the islands around the UK. Please check with your retailer or contact 
our customer service department. 

3. The warranty will not extend to consumables such as air filters. 

4. Warranty liability will not be triggered by minor variances from nominal features which are of no signifi-
cance to the appliance's value or fitness for purpose, nor damage caused by wear and tear, exceptional 
environmental conditions and inappropriate operating conditions. 

5. No warranty liability will be accepted:-
